Dear Parents and Carers 
Welcome to the new school year and the Autumn Term.  
This term we have a whole school topic which starts with Taunton and continues with 
Superheroes after half term! It will be an exciting term during which the children will 
find out what Taunton was like in the past, think about the surrounding landscape of 
Taunton and carry out observational drawings, as well as exploring fictional and real 
life heroes and linking this to other topic areas. The children will also be following 
their daily literacy, numeracy and other curriculum areas. 
Homework will be project based, focusing on different aspects related to Taunton for 
this half term and linked with superheroes for next half term.  
We are also very fortunate to be involved in the Malachi Project, which will develop 
into our Christmas show. 
A few reminders:

Towards the end of this term there will be a Christmas Fair on 29th November and our 
Christmas Show to look forward to.
