Autumn 2024
Year 5 Class: Avon
This term your child’s class will be learning:

Literacy- Persuasive letter; defeat the monster tale — the focus will be setting description; discussion writing; and
performance poetry.

Mathematics - Decimal fractions; money; negative numbers; and short multiplication and division.

Science- Animals including humans: Describing the changes in humans as they go into old age including puberty; Living
things and their habitats: Lifecycles and reproduction in plants and animals.

RE- Christianity: What do Christians believe about God & Incarnation?

PSHE - Relationships: Managing Friendships and Peer Influence; Health and Wellbeing: Healthy sleeping habits,
medicines, vaccinations, immunisations and allergies.

Art- Sculpture using clay and the artist Betty Woodman and Drawing (optical illusion) and the artist Bridget Riley.

Design Technology - Textiles — designing, making and evaluating a bookmark.

History- The Maya

Geography- The Arctic and Antarctic

Music- Melody and Harmony in Music; Sing and Play in Different Styles.

We would like all book bags to be in school every day as they are used in
group reading sessions and therefore checked and changed.
