Class: Tamar and Medway 

This term your child’s class will be learning:
Literacy - The story of the Elves and the Shoemaker and we will be creating an information text about Elves. 
Mathematics - Place Value, Addition and Subtraction
Science - To explore the differences of animals and humans as we grow, identify what humans need to survive, describe the importance of a healthy balanced diet, exercise and hygiene & Living things and their habitats
RE - What do Jewish people believe about the Torah?
PSHE - Relationships, Health & Wellbeing: How to be a good friend: Making friends; feeling lonely; and getting help.  
Art - Sculpture: Yayoi Kasama & creating 3D form, Exploring Mixed Media: Christoper Wren & Architecture 
Design Technology – Mechanisms: Moving Pictures

Music – Pulse, Rhythm and Pitch & Playing in an Orchestra

Home reading: Please support your child’s progress with daily home reading. Remember to sign the pink Reading log to show that you have heard your child read. We would like all book bags to be in school every day as they are used in group reading sessions and therefore checked and changed.

PE Kit- Children come to school wearing school PE Kit on PE days. 
Our Class PE Day is: Tamar: Monday and Thursday (swimming on Thursdays from October 24th until December 5th) 
Medway: Tuesday and Wednesday (swimming on Thursdays from September 12th until October 17th)

Water Bottles: Your child may bring in a water bottle each day containing water- squash and juice are not allowed.
